At the end of a meeting the Ah Counter reports on the frequency of word of the day usage. The Grammarian announces the word of the day, state its part of speech, define it, use it in a sentence and ask that anyone speaking during any part of the meeting use it. The Grammarian tries to capture any awkward use or misuse of the language (incomplete sentences, sentences that change direction in midstream, incorrect grammar or malapropisms).
